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MISSION OF THE MONTH  JANUARY 2012 
   LOCAL SOUP KETTLES 

The Cornerstone January Mission of the Month is for our local Soup 
Kettles.  Currently 7 local churches open their doors and provide one hot 
meal per day to anyone who feels the need to utilize this ministry.  No 
questions are asked and participants come from all age groups, single, 
married couples, parents with children, etc.  Less than 50% are homeless. As 
we know, these recent months have been particularly difficult and many 
find themselves in circumstances beyond their control (job loss, illness, etc.). 
The availability of this service has helped them stretch their food dollar. 

 
The Soup Kettles operate under the umbrella of the Elgin 

Cooperative Ministries Board of Directors and all operating costs come from 
donations.  Because of food banks, government surplus and corporate 
donations, nutritious meals can be provided for the 80-100 persons each 
day, for a fraction of what we might pay for a meal at home or at a fast food 
restaurant.  But YOUR help is needed to continue to make this service 
remain a reality. 

 
Cornerstone has TWO traditions to help this worthy Mission of the 
Month: 
 
 First: We ask you to save up all your loose change for the 
month so you can place it in the big metal Soup Kettles on Sunday, 

January 29, 2012, which we call Souper Bowl Sunday 
(bills and cash are also accepted)!  We will once again 
have a challenge between “The Girls and the Boys!” 
Let’s See Which Group Can “Tip The Scale.”  Last year 
the boys won with weight, the girls barely won with 
dollars collected! 
 
 Second:  We ask you to give up one fast food 
meal a week in January OR one meal out for the 
month, write a check, and donate what you would 
have spent (don’t forget the tip). 

 
Donations can be made throughout the month by using the 

envelopes provided by the Mission of the Month Box, at the new main 
entrance.  Please write MOM in the memo space, and place the envelope in 
the Mission Box, or in the offering plate.
