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As I write these words part of my brain is bubbling away with ideas and 
phrases for my next sermon. By the time you read this, I should have 
delivered my second message as a pastor under appointment in the 
United Methodist Church. If the mail is slow, or you save the newsletter 

for later, we may have celebrated more than five Sundays together 
when you finally see this letter. But whenever you see it, know this, 
I am incredibly grateful to God for bringing me here. 
 
As any first-grader, sixth-grader or high school freshman could tell 
you, it’s scary coming to a new place and meeting new people. 
Anyone who recalls starting a new job can describe the mix of 
anxiety and excitement that accompanies the first days of work. For 
those of you who have changed careers, you can appreciate the 
challenge of mastering the interactions of one industry and then 
moving into a setting where you are suddenly ―entry-level‖ again. 
Combine these perspectives with the knowledge that you are 
leaving a place where people know you and love you and going to a 
place, to take over the role, of someone who was known and loved 
and the entire prospect becomes terrifying. That’s the story I half-
expected to tell. 

 
But the reality has been completely different. From the first phone 
conversation I had with Pastor Lisa onward, everything about this 
community has been welcoming. Even in the midst of saying ―farewell‖ to 
Pastor Cal the people of Cornerstone opened their hearts, minds and 
doors and welcomed Renee and I in to the family. And so anticipation 
never turned to anxiety but became excitement instead. 
 
As I’ve worked through the clergy candidacy process I’ve heard 
cautionary tales and been warned that the role of an ordained minister is 
sometimes a lonely and thankless one. By the grace of God this church 
community has made my first weeks of pastoral ministry feel less like 
starting a journey and more like coming home. Whatever I might have 
expected or even hoped for, God has exceeded in abundance through 
the welcome of the congregation and staff here at Cornerstone. And so I 
give thanks to God for leading Renee and I here, and for all of you and 
for the love that you have already shown to us. I pray and trust that this is 
only the beginning. Thank you for making a good one.

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MISSION OF THE MONTH August 2011 
Pastoral Support for Lithuania 

It’s A Cookout! A Picnic! A Party! 

In August our mission outreach will be to provide basic salary support for pastors 
of churches in Lithuania. Over 50 years during the Soviet occupation, Methodists 
in Lithuania were denied their places of worship and existence as a religious 
body. Now there is an initiative to renew Methodism in Lithuania, and the first 
Methodist service was held on August 30, 1995 in Kaunas, Lithuania. A new day 
began and in 2007 three Lithuanians were ordained Elders in the United 
Methodist Church. Currently the Methodist Church lists 11 churches in Lithuania. 
 
Several Mission Encounter teams from the Geneva UMC have visited the church 
in Taurage and also helped with their ministry to a local orphanage. During a 
recent trip in 2009 they worshiped together, conducted a Vacation Bible School 
for the children, went bowling with children from the local orphanage, held an 
Adult Bible Study, Women’s Bible Study, Men’s Bible Study, Youth Bible Study 
and visited other United Methodist Churches in Lithuania. Taurage UMC 
struggles as they rent a building for worship services and the important Soup 
Kitchen that is an integral aspect of the church’s outreach ministry to the Taurage 
community. The Geneva church is working with the District Superintendent of 
Lithuania to help raise funds to build their own church.

Baptism is a special part of the life of the church for a few reasons.  One 
reason is that it signifies God’s redeeming work taking place in the life of 
individuals – for infants, baptism claims that God reaches out in love even 
before the child becomes conscious of God, this relationship with God is then 
claimed by the child through confirmation; for adults, baptism acknowledges 
the reaching out by God and the individual’s response all in one event.   
 
Another point is that baptism is a time of faith renewal for the whole church as 
we all are called to remember our own baptism and the call to participate in 
God’s mission to the world which we do as a community.   
 
Our next Cornerstone Baptism Sundays are scheduled for August 21 and 
November 27.  If you or a member of your family is ready to take part in this 
important part of the life of the church, please call Pastor Lisa to arrange for a 
baptism planning time.
