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MISSION OF THE MONTH June 2011
INTERTATIONAL DISASTER RESPONSE

June’s mission of the Month is UMCOR (United Methodist Committee on
Relief). UMCOR responds to natural or civil disasters — any disaster of such
magnitude that the community does not have the ability to recover on its own.
UMCOR is the not-for-profit global humanitarian aid organization of the United
Methodist Church. UMCOR is working in more than 80 countries worldwide,
including the United States. UMCOR'’s mission, grounded in the teachings of
Jesus, is to alleviate human suffering — whether caused by war, conflict or
natural disaster. UMCOR works through programs that address hunger,
poverty, sustainable agriculture, international and domestic emergencies,
refugee and immigrant concerns, global health issues, and transition
development. In times of acute crisis, UMCOR mobilizes emergency supplies,
fresh water, and temporary shelter to stricken areas, and then stay as long as it
takes to implement long-term recovery. SAGER BROWN, which is the
emphasis of June’s MOM, is the headquarters for UMCOR’s relief supply
operations. Approximately $4 million in supplies are shipped each year from
the Baldwin, LA campus. More than 2,000 volunteers that come through Sager
Brown each year make these shipments happen. Because of the many
supplies and kits sent from SAGER BROWN,
UMCOR is able to use the kits and supplies in their
relief missions. Examples of the kits are: bedding,
birthing supplies, flood buckets, health kits, and many
more. Together, these partners carry out UMCOR'’s
