homeless population. They have been a catalyst in fostering community 
and social service agency partnerships, which effectively and efficiently 
provide coordinated services in support of short-term, as well as long-
term, customized care, targeting client growth, development and self-
sufficiency.

SCRIPT AT CORNERSTONE

ƻǊŘƛƴŀǊȅ ǎƘƻǇǇƛƴƎΚϦ  Here's how.  Cornerstone participates in a program with a company called Great Lakes 
Scrip Center (GLSC).  GLSC is able to purchase scrip (commonly known as gift cards) in large quantities at a 
discount and then offers that discount to non-profits such as schools, churches, and other organizations.   

When your purchase scrip, you receive the full face value of the card.  We are able to purchase the 
cards at a small discount, and that discount is our profit.  Every retailer has chosen their percentage of profit 
to pass along. For example:  Boston Market provides a 12% profit (which is very generous), so when you 
purchase a gift card for $10, our profit is $1.20.  A $25 card from Jewel, who has a 4% profit, yields us 
$1.00.  This may seem like small change, but remember that all that "small change" can add up, and the 
more cards that are sold, the larger the profit for the church. 

Why not give this program a try. You have nothing to lose, and the church has something to 
gain.  Cornerstone keeps a small inventory of cards available for you to purchase every Sunday.  And, what 
we don't have, we can easily order.  Our order dates are the 1st and 3rd Sunday's of each month, and your 
orders are ready for pick-up on the following Sunday. 

It's so easy and convenient.  Our members use scrip for groceries, gas, restaurants, gifts from retailers 
specific to out-of-state locations, drug stores, home improvement stores, even Disney vacations!  If you have 
any questions or concerns about how the program works, stop by the church office and get more details 
from Marie Johnson.  She will be there after each service to take your orders or answer any questions you 
might have 

The holidays are fast approaching and this would be a perfect way to solve your gift giving needs, as 
well as plan for your own holiday shopping. This past Sunday we sold our first Christmas gift in the form of 
scrip, so don't let the holidays catch you by surprise.   

All profits received from this program go into the Pastor Al Account.  Pastor Al was a former pastor 
who died very unexpectedly.  After his passing, a bank account was found that he had deposited with money 
he received from weddings and funerals, etc.  He used that money to help church members in need.  We 
honor his memory by continuing his generous and unselfish acts of kindness.
