Nothing But Nets 
Nothing But Nets is a global grassroots campaign to save lives by 
preventing malaria, a leading killer of children in Africa.  500 million people 
are infected each year, and more than a million of those die from the 
disease.  Malaria is particularly devastating in Africa, where it is a leading 
killer of children, accounting for 20 percent of all childhood deaths.  Bed 
nets are one of the most effective ways to prevent malaria and are an easy 
way for individuals to make a difference in combating the disease.   
 
At this time, there is not a consistently effective malaria vaccine.  The 
parasite Plasmodium, which carries the disease, changes rapidly and can 
become drug resistant.  Plasmodium lives in mosquitoes and so bed nets 
are the best and most cost effective way to prevent the spread of the 
disease and protect whole families and entire villages.  The bed nets are 
treated with pesticides and kill the mosquitoes so they do not go on to 
infect other people.   $10.00 buys one net and can save a life.   
 
The United Methodist Church is a leader in providing nets to the people of 
Africa.  100% of the donated money goes to purchasing and distributing the 
nets to the millions of people who need them.  If you have a heart for 
missions this is a good way to cover a nation with nets and the love of Jesus 
Christ.
